Once again, the CFCs in New England are offering you the opportunity to participate in our New England Region LE/AP Program.  The New England Region, for purposes of the 2012 CFC Local Eligibility Application Process (LE/AP), is defined as the states of Connecticut, Maine, Massachusetts, New Hampshire, Rhode Island and Vermont.

Federations with home offices located in one of these states will submit their “PRIMARY Application” to the CFC where your home office is located.  

Please note that federations with home offices outside of the six state region should send a “PRIMARY Application” to all CFCs to which you are applying.

A “SECONDARY Application” will be required for all subsequent CFCs within the Region to which your federation and your member charities are applying and to which you meet all requirements (including adjacency).

Completed applications must be received in the CFC Office NO LATER THAN 5:00 PM, EST, on Monday, April 2, 2012.  

While all New England Region CFCs will be participating in this Program, there might be some slight variations (For Example:  the date you receive notification of the LE/AP may differ, the beginning and ending dates of the LE/AP might as well.); however, none of the variations will interfere in your ability to participate in this Program, so please confirm with all CFCs to which you will be applying – whether as a PRIMARY applicant or a SECONDARY one – for details specific to their campaigns.
